Henry Martin was the first installed pastor of
the church. He served from 1752 until his death in
1769. He is buried with his wife, Elizabeth Slack,
in a small graveyard on Quarry Road, across from
the Grey Nuns.

During the Revolutionary War the church was
commandeered by Gen. George Washington and
was used as a barracks, prison and hospital before
and after the battles of Trenton and Princeton.
Hessians soldiers were housed there until they
were moved to Philadelphia.

There are 22 Revolutionary War soldiers bur-
ied in the church cemetery. Of the nine cemeteries
in Newtown Borough and Township the only one
that contains Revolutionary War soldiers is the
Presbyterian graveyard. The graves of two French
and Indian War soldiers can also be found there.
